On behalf of the ad-hoc planning Committee for the North American Mountain Hydroclimate Workshop,
we are pleased to invite you to attend the three day workshop to be held at the National Center for
Atmospheric Research in Boulder, Colorado, from October 17 to 19, 2007. The meeting will be
sponsored by the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA), the National Aeronautics
and Space Administration (NASA), the Global Energy and Water Cycle Experiment (GEWEX) and the
National Center for Atmospheric Research (NCAR). The ad hoc planning committee consists of the
undersigned and Drs. Jin Huang and Jared Entin.

This meeting has grown out of the interests in the Global Energy and Water Cycle Experiment (GEWEX)
to encourage a mountain component within the Climate Prediction Program for the Americas (CPPA), as
initially envisioned by the GEWEX Americas Prediction Project (GAPP) science plan. It seeks to build
upon the result of a number of field campaigns undertaken in mountain environments during the past
decade both in the western United States and elsewhere. It also hopes to advance several recently funded
initiatives in Canada dealing with the western Cordillera in terms of snow accumulation, glacier retreat
and drought.

The workshop aims to provide:

- An assessment of the state of knowledge regarding mountain hydroclimatology and water
resources;

- Suggestions for priority issues and activities to be incorporated into a plan of actions specifying
ways in which better monitoring, understanding and predictions of mountain hydroclimate can be
achieved; and

- An assessment of the requirements of a field project in the 2009-2010 time frame that would
provide the understanding and predictive capability needed to manage ecological and water
resources in the mountains.

The workshop will be held at the Foothills Lab in Boulder, Colorado. For additional details about the
workshop and the agenda, as well as workshop registration and abstract submission information, please
visit http://www.pnl.gov/mountain_workshop 2007.
